In the early years of the 20th Century writers like Erskine Childers 

and William le Quex wrote prophetic books about an impending 

war with Imperial Germany. Fear of Germany’s territorial ambitions, 

her huge army and expanding navy fuelled an arms race in which 

France and Britain built new and more powerful warships and 

locked their countries into treaty obligations that would eventually 

see countries drawn into what at the time was called simply The 

Great War.

The power blocs and animosities that caused the two world wars 

have changed or withered away but now two new powers are 

looking for influence in the world.

China and India, who share a common border in the mountains 

of the Himalayas and who have been to war in 1962, are now 

better armed and equipped than they were nearly 50 years ago. 

Both have dynamic economies and large armies but now China 

has an increasingly powerful navy. It has moved from a coastal 

force to a blue sea fleet.

It is reported that India, with its well established navy, is looking 

at establishing bases outside the sub-continent to extend its 

reach. Cam Ranh Bay in southern Vietnam, one of the finest deep 

water ports in South East Asia, is attractive since it has facilities 

developed by the United States and the former Soviet Union. 

From a Vietnamese perspective both India and Vietnam share a 

border with China and moreover Vietnam has also fought a war 

with China. A nuclear armed India would be a useful and powerful 

friend.

The West has been focused on operations in Libya and the Arab 

Spring, however it might well behove the leaders, their foreign 

ministers and intelligence agencies to take a longer perspective 

and look at what is happening further east of Suez.
